


Welcome to Sac State! The campus serves 
nearly 23,000 undergraduates and 5,000 graduate students 
every year. It is composed of numerous buildings and parking 
lots on approximately 300 acres. There are 2.2 miles of public 
road. The cosmopolitan atmosphere of the area carries onto 
the campus. Located on the edge of the historic American 
River, students have access to miles of bike and walking trails 
and a parkway stretching along one side of the campus.

Sacramento State Police Department
The mission of the Sacramento State Police Department 
(also known as the Department of Public Safety) is “to 
protect life and property and ensure academic tranquil-
ity, in partnership with the campus community.” It is the 
responsibility of each member of this department to work 
toward that goal.

The Sacramento State Police Department is the primary 
respondent for campus emergencies and reports of 
criminal activity on campus. Our police o�  cers are fully 
certi� ed and sworn. They are responsible for a wide range 
of activities, including public safety, documenting crime 
and accidents, criminal investigation/prosecution, tra�  c 
enforcement, opening locked vehicles, providing jumper 
cables, free bicycle registration, crime prevention informa-
tion, � re/medical aid, special event security, and many 
other services. In addition, students are employed through 
the Sacramento State Police Department as Community 
Service O�  cers, whose primary responsibility is patrolling 
the campus Residential Life Complex, Library and Academ-
ic Information Resource Center.

Noti� cation of Criminal Activity
The Sacramento State Police Department maintains a daily 
media log that is available for review by the general public. 
The Department also uses e-mail, voice mail, and distribu-
tion of materials when potentially hazardous situations 
exist that impact the University community.

Hate Crimes and Hate Incidents
A hate crime is any criminal act or attempted criminal act 
including physical intimidation, physical harassment, physi-
cal force or physical violence directed against a person(s), 
public agency or private institution based on the victim’s 
actual or perceived race, nationality, religious or political 
beliefs, sexual orientation, disability, or gender. The Uni-
versity and the Sacramento State Police Department will 
not tolerate hate violence and is dedicated to ensuring all 
persons are protected. 

Emergency Phones
To ensure safety and quicker response time 148 emergency 
phones have been installed on campus. These phones are 
blue and are located in various places on campus. When 
a phone is picked up or activated, you will be immediately 
connected to a dispatcher at the Sacramento State Police 
Department.

The Sacramento State Police Department can also be con-
tacted by using any one of the 500-plus public use phones 
located throughout the campus.

ENS – Emergency Noti� cation System
ENS informs the campus community in a variety of ways, in-
cluding text, voice mail and email messages about incidents 
that may be an immediate danger to faculty, sta� , students 
and campus visitors.

The alerts are used in the event of an emergency that 
threatens the campus community’s health and safety, and to 
provide protective action recommendations.

Night Shuttle/Escort Service
The Night Shuttle Service operates on campus Monday 
through Thursday, from dusk to 11 p.m. Night Shuttle can 
be reached during operating hours by dialing extension 
8-7260 from any campus phone.

University Alcohol and Drug Policy
On-campus use of alcohol is limited to certain approved 
events and locations covered by the guidelines of California 
State University, Sacramento and Residence Halls, o�  cial 
policy on alcohol and other drugs.

The unlawful manufacture, distribution, dispensation, pos-
session, or use of a controlled substance on the campus is 
absolutely prohibited and subject to vigorous enforcement 
of all applicable statutes.
