1. What is the Accessible Technology Initiative?  “It is the policy of the CSU to make information technology resources and services accessible to all CSU students, faculty, staff and the general public regardless of disability.” Executive Order 926, the CSU Board of Trustees Policy on Disability Support and Accommodations Coded Memo AA-2007-04 - Access to Electronic & Information Technology for Persons with Disabilities 
2. Section 508 Accessibility Standards Apply to the CSU: Technical Standards (www.section508.gov) apply to 6 areas of IT: 1) Web-based applications & web pages; 2) Software and operating systems; 3) Telecommunications;    4) Video/multimedia; 5) Self-contained products (e.g. kiosks, copy machines, faxes); 6) Desktop/portable computers
3. ATI Values Link to Institutional Values: Access to Higher Education; Opportunities for Student Achievement and Success; Diversity and Inclusiveness; Creating a Welcoming, Supportive Campus.   
4. ATI Priorities:  2012 is deadline for Web Accessibility (Administrative), Instructional Materials Accessibility, Accessible Information Technology Procurement, and equally effective access when exceptions are necessary. 
	ATI Timelines for 2008-2009
	What Can You Do To Help?

	A. Instructional Materials:                              
Starting Fall 2008:  Ensure accessibility is incorporated into new courses including instructional materials and websites. Existing course content should be made accessible at the point of course redesign or when a student with a disability enrolls in the course.  
	· Get help from Instructional Materials Specialist, cvera@csus.edu
· Encourage early adoption of all instructional materials (course packs, textbooks, etc.); 6 weeks lead time is needed to convert materials to alternative formats (e.g. e-text, Braille, captions).
· Let faculty know they need to turn in book lists to Bookstore  by April for fall, October for spring - www.hornetbookstore.com  

· Encourage faculty to put syllabus in electronic format and upload to SacCT or other web page. Syllabus templates are available: www.csus.edu/atcs/tools/instructional/
· When designing courses utilize the instructional materials checklist: www.csus.edu/accessibility/checklist.html 
· Take accessibility training www.csus.edu/training 

	B. Web Accessibility: 

By May 15, 2009: Ensure that all administrative websites that are critical to institutional access conform to baseline accessibility standards.  As of Fall 2007, all new CSU administrative websites are expected to meet accessibility standards.

· Remind web authors that brand new web sites should include accessibility in design; encourage use of accessible web templates www.csus.edu/web/accessibility 
· Each division will get a list of administrative web sites determined priorities for access that need remediation by May.
· Take web accessibility training www.csus.edu/training  
· Visit Web Central for upcoming web events: www.csus.edu/web 

	C. Electronic & Information Technology (E&IT) Procurement:  
Starting September 1, 2008: Implement accessible procurement process for all electronic and information technology (E&IT) acquisitions greater than $15,000 (except procurement card purchases). The threshold is expected to drop to $2,500 in Fall 2009.

· Remind department staff/faculty that gathering accessibility information and documentation takes extra time.    

· When considering purchase of hardware, software and other IT products ask vendors for Voluntary Product Accessibility Templates (shows compliance with accessibility standards).  

· Ask for/buy captioned version of videos if available (e.g. search  www.dcmp.org for available media)
