Amendment of FS 02-07, Ex. – University ARTP Document – Amend Sections 6.04, 6.06, and 6.08


The University ARTP Committee recommends amendment of the subject proposal currently before the Senate for action.  The Committee proposes to amend section 6.06.B.2, “Note” by adding to the first sentence of the note the following proviso:

“. . . provided that such a screening committee shall include at least one tenured faculty member.”

As currently presented, the note in section 6.06.B.2 authorizes departments that recommend appointments by action of a committee of the whole to constitute a screening committee to screen applications.  However constituted, such a screening committee has power to exclude from further consideration, applications that the other members of the committee of the whole will never see.  The UARTP Committee has concluded that such a screening committee should have at least one member on it who is eligible to participate in the recommendation of appointments from initial screening through the final evaluation and recommendation of them.  As a matter of course, such participation will occur in most cases of an appointment committee elected to act on behalf of the whole department because such a committee will more than likely do its own screening.

This amendment was suggested in the course of discussions which suggested that necessarily involving at least one tenured faculty member in the screening for a committee of the whole seems wiser than permitting the possibility of completely isolating the screening committee from the tenured faculty who must ultimately recommend an appointment.

The Committee requests that its Chair be permitted to meet with the Executive Committee when it considers this proposal.
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
