The Assignment:
Describe your writing process (by writing process I mean what you do from the point you receive a writing assignment to the point where you turn in the finished paper); include the strengths of your writing process and any concerns or problems you usually experience at any point in the process (finding a topic, getting started, actually writing, or revising.)
Thinking about the assignment:   How did you develop this process?  Do you use the same process for all types of writing (college writing, letters, work writing, etc.)?  What are your strengths with writing (spelling, clarity, finding examples, etc.)?  What aspects of your writing would you like to improve?

Considerations:
· For this paper, you may use a narrative form like Pratt uses when she tells a story as an example of the subject of literacy or the way Amy Tan tells stories of her mother to illustrate what she is saying about language.
· Be honest about your process—explain your actual process not the process you would like to have.   Honesty will benefit you since this paper will become a starting point for the portfolio letter/evaluation that you will write at the end of the semester.  
Requirements:
· Final paper should be a minimum of three pages, typed, double-spaced in 12 point font with one inch margins.

· Bring one copy of your draft to the workshop.
· Please email a copy to me so that I can provide some suggestions.

· Attach the workshop draft behind your final paper.
Grading:

· Final Paper will be graded based on the English 1A grading rubric

· For this paper I will focus on organization, addressing the assignment and supporting generalizations with specific detail.
