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What Do You Write in Your Other Classes?
The situation: Writing Across the Curriculum (WAC) refers to the different kinds of writing done in classes and departments across our campus and in other colleges and universities across the nation.  You have the opportunity to contribute to the ongoing discussion of writing in our classroom by sharing one writing assignment you have been given in another class in college.

Your task: Bring in a writing prompt from another class you are taking or have taken at Sac State.  The writing prompt you choose to share may be an example of anything you have been assigned to write outside our class.  Examples include: a lab report, an essay, a resume or business presentation, a poem or short story, a criminal justice case study, a speech, a play or art show review, a timed-writing exam or midterm, a foreign language assignment, etc.  You may want to bring in an assignment that you found difficult, either because the writing you were asked to do was unfamiliar or because the prompt itself was confusing.  Or, you may wish to bring in an example of an assignment you found particularly enjoyable.  The sky’s the limit!
The rationale: This assignment is designed to help us explore the many different “kinds” of writing each member of our class is engaged in outside the walls of our classroom.  It is also a great way for us to discuss strategies for responding to varied writing assignments and prompts.
Presentation criteria: We will discuss your WAC sample as a class and you will include it in your Writer’s Anthology.  You are not required to turn in what you wrote (or are writing) in response to the assignment you choose, only the prompt.  Please come to class prepared to discuss with the class your experience responding to the assignment.  You will be expected to talk about your example for 2-3 minutes; you may prepare notes to share with the class or speak informally, depending on what makes you most comfortable.
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
