Units: 3 units

Objectives: Student will:

· Actively participate in, reflect upon, and discuss the teaching/learning process for the teaching of Spanish as a world language in light of the New California Standards.

· Update and refine as well as develop instructional units for Spanish instruction at the high school level 
· Engage colleagues and others in dialogue about the New California Standards for World Languages

· Prepare three teaching units (using the New California Standards) and teach/critique one lesson from each of the refined teaching units
Evaluation:  Sources of evidence:

· Written materials

· Interviews/Discussions 

Work Expectations – the student will be required to:
1. Review the New California Standards for World Languages as well as the ACTFL Standards for Foreign Language Learning in the 21st Century and compare and contrast both sets of standards (related to teaching Spanish);

2. Meet on a systemic bases with teaching colleagues for the purpose of reviewing and discussing the New Standards and their relationship to enhancing instruction;

3. Revise and/or develop three instructional units that incorporate the New State Standards;

4. Teach and critique instructional/learning effectiveness of at least one lesson for each of the developed units.

Student Assignments - means of fulfilling course expectations:

1. During the first two weeks of the semester, gather and read research articles on the New California Standards (discuss and critique with colleagues; prepare a reference list of sources along with a one page summary of the discussion with colleagues);

2. Engage in weekly meetings with colleagues focused on the instructional incorporation of the New California Standards for Spanish language instruction (maintain a dated log of meetings with briefing notes);

3. Using the New Standards, prepare three instructional units;

4. Teach and critique one lesson from the developed instructional units (prepare written lesson plans and a critique/reflection after each teaching session);

5. Prepare a reflection paper summarizing the overall experience (criteria to be provided).

Grading:
1. Completion of background research – 10 %  (equal to 10 points) of grade 

a. Must reflect graduate level writing including grammar and spelling
b. Must include a listing of sources used and a one page summary
2. Submission of dated meetings log with briefing notes – 10 % (equal to 10 points) of grade

3. Submission of three instructional units (format to be determined) – 30% (equal to 30 points) of grade

a. Each unit will include lessons and supporting materials

b. Each unit will be worth 10% (with completed units totaling 30%)
4. Submission of three detailed lessons with reflection/critique – each of which must have been taught – 30 %  (equal to 30 points) of grade

a. Each lesson will include reflections and critiques

b. Each completed lesson will be work 10% (with the three totaling 30%)

5. Preparation of a written reflection that summarizes the overall learning experience = 20% (equal to 20 points) of the overall grade
