Oral Interviews 20%. Your ability to communicate in Spanish will be faly evaluated through two
interviews with a partner and your instructor. Students signfor a 20 minute time slot. Students need to
prepare a 4 to 5-minute conversation with a partrsémg the Oral Proficiencies. Each person needsskoat
least five complete questions. Afterwards, you @ssbr will ask follow-up questions. Students misb aome
prepared to ask me at least two questions. Noe#ritbtes may be used or referred to during thevieis since
the goal is to have a relatively natural excharfgaformation through simple oral communication.

* Interview 1 (5%). In order to accommodate all students, Ineand will be on Wednesdays and/or
during my office hours.

* Interview 2 (final exam). 15%. Given time limitations and the large number ofistuts to be
evaluated, the oral interview is done with 2 studext a time, during approximately the last week of
instruction.

Don't be
impatient with yourself when you find that you aamderstand far more than you can produce. Thatlis o
natural—your speaking and writing abilities wiliaglys lag slightly behind your ability to understand

You cannot expect to acquire native-like competeéneeforeign language in one or two years. ¥anq,
however, expect to be able to communicate withveapeakers of Spanish even though you make mgstake
The goal of this course is communicative competenctoral grammatical perfection. Grammatical petibn
in reading and writing (for example in written homwek, quizzes and tests), however, is possiblesaiggested
as it will make your understanding of the languagsier as time goes by. Therefore, it is recomest ticiat,
although we do not ddrill exercisesin class, you should spend time learning and measimyyithe vocabulary
and verbal forms covered in class. This classwg#l reading and writing activities to enhance \grasp of
vocabulary and to provide you with opportunitieexpress yourself in Spanish.
