It would be
quicker for the students to get hired if they sent me their resume. 
The only requirement the students need to fulfill is that they are at
least a current part-time student with verifiable transcripts
(unofficial will do) from Sac State.  I would encourage students
taking on-line courses or graduate students working on their thesis
and would like some real world experience with a federal agency to
apply.
