Course Description:
Bio 121  Cell Physiology  (3 units).  A current description of eukaryotic cell function.  Emphasis will be placed on the cytoskeleton (including muscle), membrane systems, membrane receptors, and transport phenomena.  Laboratories will include group projects.  Lecture two hours; laboratory three hours.  Fee course.  Prerequisite:  BIO 1, BIO 2, and CHEM 161; CHEM 161 may be taken concurrently..
Grading:
There is one combined grade earned for both the lecture and laboratory sections.
