Description: 
Basic music orientation course for the layman.  A non-technical consideration of the various aspects of music literature designed to stimulate interest in all phases of music. Fulfils GE C2 Requirement.

Objectives:
The course will provide you with the tools for a basic understanding of music.  It will not make you a musician or teach you how to write music.  It will, however, develop and deepen your style of listening, introduce the building blocks of music, and enhance your awareness of the main musical styles of selected western and non-western cultures.

Course Format:
OnMusic Appreciation is offered using the resources of the World Wide Web.  There will be no lectures in this course. This is a fully paperless class. All course materials, including the musical examples on CD-ROM, will be accessed electronically. Email will be the main source of information and interaction.

How to Get Started:

Once you have registered for the class on My Sac State, purchase OnMusic Appreciation (2nd Edition, 2007) with two compact disks from the Hornet Bookstore.  You MUST purchase a NEW copy, or you will not be able to register online – each copy includes a unique identifying code needed to register. If defective, return to the bookstore for exchange or call Connect for Education.

Follow the directions inside the CD case to start the course.  Place CD 1 (OMA1) in the disk drive and go to www.icubedonline.com select register at the top of the page, on next page select current student.  Fill in the CD-ROM Registration Form for Music 18 (Music Appreciation) and press Submit.  You will receive an email message that will contain the course site address, your chosen login and password, and a few simple instructions. 
Log on to www.icubedonline.org enter name and password; go to CD-ROM Setup.
PC  
Insert CD 1 (OMA1) in the disk drive.  Find the drive letter by clicking on My Computer icon.  Look for the CD icon with word OMA1 and make note of the letter.  Click CD-ROM Setup and follow directions.  Each computer in use must be setup in a similar manner.
MAC
Insert CD 1 (OMA1) in the disk drive.  OMA1 will appear on the desktop. Click CD-ROM Setup and follow directions. Each computer in use must be setup in a similar manner.

Download and install supporting software, if needed, from the course Preamble, Broadcast Message or Downloads:  RealPlayer and Flashplayer.
