Describe the process of making the movie. (The book says little about pre-production.)  What were the main stages in the Hollywood method of making a movie?  What were the interesting developments during the production of the movie and in postproduction?
What kind of a man was John Huston?  What were his habits and pastimes?  Describe his personality and mannerisms.

What was his intention in making “Red Badge of Courage?”  How did the movie turn out in his estimation?

What were his work habits in making the movie?  What was his degree of participation in the movie’s postproduction?

What was the role of the producer Gottfried Reinhardt’s in the making of ‘The Red Badge of Courage?’  Describe his relationships with Huston, Dore Schary, and Louis B. Mayer.

What role did Dore Schary and Louis B. Mayer play in the making of the movie?
Chart the postproduction process.  What role did Huston play in it?  Reinhold?  Schary?  How was the film marketed?  Describe and analyze the role that the preview process played in the evolution of the film and the way the film was marketed?
Assess “political” events in management occurring behind the scenes.  What signs were evident that Mayer was on the way out?  Why was he forced to resign?
