California water and climate change
· California has the 8th largest economy in the world. 

· California produces a large portion of the world’s greenhouse gases enough that a 20% reduction would be greater than some countries.
Water Supply Impacts 

· Winters are shorter 

· Snowpack is reducing 
· Runoff from the snow pack is faster
· Long summers, reduced snowpack, and a faster melting of the snowpack greatly reduces the water supply for the year.

Agriculture
· Livestock and agriculture require significant amounts of water.

· Increased temperatures cause faster evaporation, which in turn cause a need for a greater water use.
· Crops niche move, while farmers cannot.

· California will see gross revenues losses of up to $3 billion by year 2050. 
Human Health
· Vector-borne diseases, become a factor as increased temperatures affect air quality.
· Heat related illness such as dehydration and heat stroke, even death.
· An estimated increase in temperature of 3 degrees F could cause an increase in heat-related deaths in Los Angeles, from 70 (in 1997) to 125 

Ecosystems
· Climate change could have an impact on many of California’s species and ecosystems. 
· Isolation of animal species without any means of migration or adaptation.
· Plant and animal species that have limited area will be most affected.
· Increase in undesirable plant and animal species. 
Sea Level and Wildfires
· A large portion of California is below sea level.
· Most populated cities either below sea level or coastal cities.
· Cities like San Francisco will be greatly affected
· With the increase in temperature plant life will begin to die increasing chances for wildfire.
What can be done?

· CAT or the state Climate Action Team in California and other states.
· Our state has been working on and finding solutions to our impact on climate since 1988

· Gov. Schwarzenegger signed a directives in 2005 and 2008, the California Global Warming Solutions Act of 2006 all geared toward a reduction in the amount of greenhouse gases that California produces.

· Bills such as the Clean Water Act and the Safe Drinking Water Act help to address the issue of water supply in California.
