In your expert group, everyone will be expected to become familiar with the material in your information pack.  You will be one of the experts on this material when you return to your exploration company.

Procedure:

1.  Read one paragraph or section of the handout silently.

3. Then the group will look at the guiding questions to see if you can answer any of them yet.

4.  When you finish processing the first paragraph or section, go on to the next one.  A different person will lead the discussion for that paragraph or section.

5.  Continue until you have finished with your information.

7.  What processes concentrate minerals where landmasses collide?
