The goals of this exercise are to 1) remind yourself what you know about plate boundaries, and 2) to think about plate boundaries in a new way.  In your group, and using the diagrams of converging and diverging boundaries, identify the geologic features of each kind of plate boundary.  Then sort those features into those we can see or experience today but are not permanent features of the rock record, and those features which do become part of the rock.  For example, and earthquake is a transient feature, but the fault it occurs on is a permanent feature.  THIS EXERCISE IS REQUIRED BUT UNGRADED.
