LOGICAL ARGUMENTS:  

A certain type of relationship between sentences: premises and conclusions.
Relationship:  One claim supports or tries to prove the truth of the other.

ONE CLAIM – the premise
· Supports

· Forces the truth of
· Attempts to prove the truth of

· Attempts to establish the truth of

ANOTHER CLAIM – the conclusion

Bush is ahead in the polls.

(Bush will win the election.
You should drink more water.

(Drinking water keeps your skin healthy.
