COUNTER-PREMISES AND COUNTERARGUMENTS
Counter-premise:  A counter-premise is a statement of fact that provides evidence against our conclusion.
EXAMPLE:

Premise:  Students who graduate from college make better salaries than those who don’t.
Conclusion:  We should provide a free college education to all students with a B average.
Counter-premise:  Giving a free college education to all students would cost more than our country could afford.
Counterargument:  A counterargument is an argument against a conclusion that we are trying to prove.

(1) Kira should go to law school.  (2)  Kira reasons very logically and (3) is able to detect most errors in reasoning.  (4)  Kira thinks on her feet and (5) argues against any point someone makes against her.  But (6) law school is expensive and (7) Kira doesn’t have a lot of money.
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
