PHILOSOPHY OF LANGUAGE

MEDIATED REFERENCE: Senses
The MEANING of an expression is its SENSE.
All OBJECTS have SENSES, which are

1. “The manner and context of presentation”
2. The various ways people can think about the object 

(but not something subjective or in the head)
3. What determines the REFERENT of a term

Example:

The morning star has the following SENSES
Hesperus, Phosphorus, Venus

The evening star, The morning star
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Might correspond to just one referent

Might not correspond with any referent (Santa Claus)
Might correspond to many words (Plato, Platon)
Any word  W expresses a SENSE S and designates a REFERENT O.
