Ox – x will move out


Ex – x is excited by spiders
Lxy – x likes y



Axy – x is affectionate towards

Dxy – x draws portrait of y

Sx – x is a spider

1. Jack will move out.
2. Jack likes Alice.
3. Jack is excited by spiders.

4. Lynn will not move out.

5. Maria Carmen will only move out if she is not excited by spiders.
6. Maria Carmen draws portraits of everyone.

7. Alice does not draw portraits of anyone.

8. Wang is excited about all spiders.

9. Jack is affectionate towards Lynn but not towards all people.

10. Zoe likes Lynn, Jack, and all dogs.

11. Some people do not like Lynn.
12. No one likes Alice.

13. Some people like Wang and Maria Carmen

14. If Alice likes Jack then she is affectionate towards him.

15. No one draws portraits of Jack.

16. Wang is not affectionate towards anyone.

17. Maria Carmen is affectionate towards everyone.

18. Either Jack is excited about spiders or he will move out.

19. Every one is affectionate towards Maria Carmen.
20. Jack likes drawing some people’s portraits.

21. Jack and Alice draw portraits of Maria Carmen.

22. Some people are not excited by spiders.
23. If Alice is excited about spiders then she will not move out.
