How to succeed in Management 133 (and most classes)

1. Attend Class.
2. Form a study group to help explain ideas.
3. Read the Chapter and Material before class, during lecture anything you didn’t understand, or understood wrong will now be apparent. Do not hesitate to ask about confusing points.
4. Do Homework when you read the chapter.
5. Redo all homework 1 week before exam, do not use the book, use only the knowledge you have acquired, this will help you identify any weak points.
6. Take practice exam after you redo homework, take like a real exam and give yourself the same amount of time you have in class. After taking the practice exam compare your answers with your study group to see how well you did.

7. Financial Management is a hard course. This course teaches you how to think along the lines of a financial manager. Memorization does not work for this course. You must not only know the definitions, but also how and when to apply them.
8. Dr. Perlick will emphasize what is important to know as well as where to focus your efforts when studying. Listen to what he says, the exam will include whatever he tells you, and emphasize the chapters he tells you. Make sure you avoid doing what he warns you not to do; this is easiest way to lose points.
