Guidelines for Final Paper/Document Relative to Term Project
[Depending on the nature of your project, you may need to write a document that explains decisions you made regarding your project design to accompany the product.  For example, if you create a web based tutorial, you will need to write a paper explaining and grounding design decisions.]
The document will have an appropriate title.

Argument


The document makes a claim or series of claims about the dimension/s of instructional communication you focused on in your project


The document offers a rationale to support inference/s you made, or conclusions you drew.


The argument is grounded in relevant supporting material from beyond the author's own experience.

Structure  


The document has a clear introduction, body and summary conclusion


The content indicates your ability to anticipate questions in the mind of the reader and provide sufficient examples, illustrations and explanations to make your ideas clear.


The body of the document exhibits an explicit organizational structure as well as appropriate transitions between sections.

Style and Presentation


The document exhibits a formal, academic style; it may use the first person


Uses headings to break up content into appropriate sections


Uses 1" margins; double-space lines and use 12 pt font.
