This is an open book and open notes assignment.
1. Open the solution and complete the GUI interface of frmApplicationBroker to look similar to Figure 1 (select your own layout as you see fit):

2. The Currency1.jpg is shown at the top of the application area. 
3. An edit field ($ US) is displayed (data typed could be decimal).  
4. Two radio buttons are created (as shown above). The EUR button is selected by default.
5. "Convert" command button is shown.
6. Labels on the right of the screen with white background, and a border of your choice will display the results of calculations. These labels are aligned to the right.
7. The message "Programmed by Your Name" is drawn at the bottom of the application area. This label should have yellow background and a border of your choice.
8. When the Convert button is clicked :
· Input $ US amount is converted to numeric.
· Radio button selection is stored into a String variable. If EUR is selected the value is “EUR”, if CAN is selected, the value is “CAN”.
· ExchangeRates class is used to find the exchange rate for EUR. Exchange rate is displayed in the application (top right label).
· Gross Amount is calculated as $ US times exchange rate.
· Commission class is used to calculate commission. Commission amount is displayed in the application.
· Net Amount is calculated (Gross Amount minus Commission) and displayed in the application.
· Numeric data above are formatted as currencies.
9. Create a class called clsCommission. Create the method called calculateCommission to calculate commission based on an array with the data below:

18. If CAN radio button is selected, the ExchangeRates class will throw an exception. Catch this exception and display the exception message on the label on the bottom of the application.
