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How to Use Statistical Data in the Economic Report of the President 

1. Obtain a CD-ROM containing Economic Report of the President 2000 and Statistical Tables

2. Using Window Explorer, find that there are four files on CD-ROM.  They are Tables, 2000_erp, ar405eng, and e&b0100.  We will be using the first two files.

3. File named as Tables contains 99 Statistical Tables of “Relating to Income, Employment, and Production” Appendix B of the Economic Report of the President.  File named 2000_erp contains the Economic Report of the President 2000 and Appendix A and B.  Appendix B contains statistical tables we need for your work.  Since the file Tables only contains data in Excel format with no data description, you need to know the description of each tables.

4. So it would be handy to print and keep the list of data descriptions with you.  To print the data descriptions, do the followings:

· Open the file 2000_erp and you will find the split screen.  

· In the right-hand side screen, you will the Economic Report of the President.  In the near the bottom of the left-hand side screen, find “Appendix B: Statistical Table ..”.  

· Double click it and you will find first a blank screen.  

· Go down a couple of pages and you will find CONTENTS with descriptions of each table, starting from B-1 through B-99.  Use [Current Page] option to print the table of contents. 

5.  Use now Excel’s Edit / Copy and Paste function to pick the data you need for the work and prepare a spreadsheet.  Save and print the final data sheet for your research report file.
