California has a critical need for new engineers, scientists, and technicians.


Middle school students often lose their interest in math and science in high school.


Educationally disadvantaged high school students are less likely to pursue the higher levels of math and science coursework.


MESA is the “missing link” in the “chain of student success:


81%    of MESA students complete Algebra 1 by 10th grade*

29%    of African American, Latino American and American Indian California MESA high school graduates are UC eligible compared to the statewide rate of

6.2%   for African Americans and 6.5% for Latino Americans
