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Graduating Student Survey
Highlights

4,305 survey questionnaires were distributed to graduating seniors and graduate students in April of 2007.
2,110 of those students returned their surveys for a response rate of 49%o, which is significantly higher than that
achieved in 2003 (9.5%) and 2006 (11%).

Of the 2,110 graduating seniors and graduate students that responded, 78.7% indicated that they were satisfied
with the overall college education they received at Sac State.

The top three aspects of the university with the highest rates of satisfaction were:
Library/learning resource center services - 82.6%

Quiality of my program of study - 82.1%

Faculty respect for students - 81.7%

The top three campus services with highest rates of utilization were:
Library/learning resource center services — 96.7%

Computer facilities and services - 95.7%

Campus activities - 86.2%

94.2% of the respondents indicated that learning to think and reason and becoming competent in one's major
were very important or important outcomes of their college education. The next most important outcome was
acquiring skills and knowledge needed for a career (92.5%).

80.1% indicated that they had made very great or great progress on becoming competent in their majors. The
next highest levels of progress were made on learning to think and reason (76.3%) and drawing conclusions
after weighing facts/evidences (74.5%).

80.4% of the students responded that their experiences at Sac State made a great contribution to their
intellectual growth, 73.6% related the experience to their personal growth, and 68.8%o to their social growth.
Meanwhile, 70.7% and 69.3% indicated that the university has made a great contribution toward preparing
them for further study and for their careers respectively.

When comparing the survey results from 2007 administration of the Graduating Students survey with the
findings from the 2003 and 2006 administrations, the following items were identified:

The Class of 2007 were more satisfied with their academic experiences and campus services/ facilities when
compared to the Class of 2006, given that 17 of the 39 items related to levels of satisfaction significantly
increased from 2006 to 2007. Only two items relating to satisfaction levels in 2007 were significantly lower than
the previous year’s responses (Veteran's Services and variety of courses offered). The Class of 2007 also
utilized more campus services and facilities when compared to the Classes of 2006 and 2003. In 2007, 18 of the
39 campus services and facilities had many more users than the two previous survey years.

The Class of 2007 also seem to place a greater importance on educational outcomes as related by an increased
rating in 15 educational outcome items when compared to ratings from the Classes of 2003 and 2006.

In 2007, student responses indicated that they made “great progress” on more aspects than those specified by the
Classes of 2003 and 2006. The percentage of “great progress” responses was increased significantly on 13
aspects between 2003 and 2007. Possibly related to this is the fact that the Class of 2007 also spent more time
on course-related activities and other learning experiences than the two previous classes surveyed.

Among the seven colleges, the graduating students of the College of Education indicated the highest level of satisfaction with the
overall college education they received at Sac State (81.6%). Moreover, they were also the group with the highest agreement levels
on following questions: “This college has helped me to achieve my goals (91.5%),” “If choosing a college, | would choose this one
again (75.8%)” and “l would recommend this college to others (83.6%)”. Meanwhile, the graduates from the College of Business
showed the highest average level of satisfaction with the 39 aspects or services of Sac State (median=62.8%).

The graduates of the College of Arts and Letters indicated that they made great progress on more aspects than those from other
colleges (Median=61.5%). Graduates from the College of Social Sciences & Interdisciplinary Studies seem to place a greater
importance on educational outcomes (median=84.9%) when compared to the ratings from the other colleges.

With regard to college contributions, graduates from the College of Education gave the highest ratings for preparing them for further
study (76.2%) and for their career (80.7%). Graduates of the College of Social Sciences & Interdisciplinary Studies gave the
highest ratings for their personal and social growth (79.7% and 73.7% respectively) and graduates of the College of Natural Sciences
and Math to their intellectual growth (86.7%).

Graduates from the College of Arts and Letters utilized more campus services and facilities when compared to those in other
colleges. The median usage of the 39 campus services and facilities was 61.5% for the College of Arts and Letters.

Among the Class of 2007, the College of Engineering and Computer Science had the highest percentage of minority students
(51.1%) while the College of Health and Human Services had the highest rate of first generation college students (60.9%).
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
