This letter is to announce that we have been notified by the US Dept. of Education 
Fulbright-Hays Group Projects Abroad Program that our proposal for a seminar in 
Rwanda, East Africa,  has been approved for funding.  The seminar theme is “Culture, 
Ethnicity, National Reconciliation and Development in Post-Genocide  Rwanda. It is 
intended as a faculty development/ enrichment project for k-12 teachers and university 
faculty teaching courses in/on Africa/global studies in California. The program will pay 
for your airfare, meals & lodging and transportation in Rwanda, plus staff honoraria & 
etc. 

If you have already applied during the proposal development in Fall 2003, you only need 
to indicate your interest and willingness to participate in the program, and provide any 
updates to your resume and justification for your participation. 

For new applicants: Submit a letter of interest stating why you want to participate in the 
program and your expectations, and your current resume. In your 1-2 page letter of 
interest, indicate how this program will contribute to your teaching/curriculum 
development and how you plan to use/share the knowledge upon return from Rwanda, as 
well as your commitment to support the work of CAPCR.   

Please note that the following items, among others, are expected of the candidates: 

1.    Payment of $1,450 to augment program fund; deposit $750 by 4/17 & $700 by 
6/15/04. 

2.    Participation in initial orientation on April 17, 2004 at CSUS, from 9:30am-
3:00pm. 



3.    Other expectations (eg. reading list) will be set at the April 27 meeting. 

4.    Participation in Africa conference at CSUS, April 29-May 1, 2004. 

5.    Full Participation in orientation sessions on May 22, 10:30am-5pm, and June 24-
25, 9am-5pm workshops on Conflict Resolution and Cross-Cultural 
Communications. 

6.    Tentative departure/return between July 6 and August 10 (approximate). 

7.      Ability to work as a team, be culturally sensitive, and meet project goals and 
objective. 

 Candidate selection and notification will be finalized between April 12-14, 2004.
