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SPANISH 10A/B ENROLLMENT POLICY

Spanish 10A and 10B is an adapted Spanish class designed specifically for students with selected cognitive or learning disabilities, acquired brain injury, and/or visual, speech, or hearing impairments.  The courses will provide students the basic foundations in sound production, grammar organization, and practical situational communication in Spanish.  Students will be taught with manipulatives, visual and auditory aids, and specifically developed materials such as brailled assignments.  All students seeking enrollment in the courses must be screened and approved by the Services to Students with Disabilities office (SSWD).  Satisfactory completion of both Spanish 10A and 10B satisfies the foreign language graduation requirement for Sacramento State.

1.  The student must have been professionally diagnosed with a disability, as listed above, of sufficient severity to reasonably preclude successful completion of regular foreign language courses or American Sign Language classes.

2.  The student must be registered with the Services to Students with Disabilities office, with documented comprehensive proof of the disability on file, in addition to a completed application for services.

3.  The student must present transcripts of prior foreign language preparation in other postsecondary institutions and/or high school for evaluative and placement purposes.

4.  The student must meet with their assigned counselor/specialist in SSWD, prior to the My Sac State registration period, and be approved for enrollment.

5.  The student must satisfactorily complete, both Spanish 10A and 10B, a two semester consecutive curriculum, to satisfy the Sacramento State general education foreign language graduation requirement.

6.  Although successful completion of both 10A and 10B satisfies the foreign language graduation requirement, the curriculum is not comparable to the regular 2A level (third semester) of the language.  Therefore, this course may not meet transfer requirements of other postsecondary programs and does not provide a sufficient foundation to teach Spanish.  The student releases Sacramento State from any liability in the mastery of a foreign language required for other programs.

Graduation time limitations, financial need, or sponsorship programs such as Workmen’s Compensation, Department of Rehabilitation, Veteran’s Benefits, private insurance, etc., are not considered as justification for enrollment in these courses.
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
