New Parking Fee

In Fall 2002 and again in Fall 2003, parking permit fees were increased for student parking permit holders to support needed parking facilities. On February 1, 2006 the parking permit fee for all MPP, confidential, and auxiliary employees will increase.  The parking permit fee increase will raise parking permit fees for the designated employees to the same amount currently paid by Sac State students, $24 per month. For university employees, the parking permit fee will be automatically increased through your payroll deduction. There is no action needed on your part.  All non payroll deducted parking permits shall be sold at the new parking fee rate effective immediately.  For auxiliary employees, your personnel officers will direct you regarding how the increase will be administered.  

When the new parking permit fee goes into effect, all employees who have paid the higher permit fees shall be permitted to park in Parking Structure II (and Parking Structure III when it opens in 2007). Parking permit holders who have paid the higher fee will have their parking permits augmented with a symbol to distinguish their permits for purposes of parking in new parking facilities.  MPP, confidential, and auxiliary employees who currently have the 24 month parking permit will contacted in January to and advised how to obtain augmentation for their 24 month parking permit.
