ISSUE/ITEM:
Motion relating to recommendations involving Information Technology in the Classroom 
BACKGROUND.  During the fall semester of the 2003-04 academic year, the Committee surveyed faculty about a variety of issues involving access and use of information technology in the classroom.  The results were analyzed and provided the basis for the development of the recommendations being sent to the Senate for consideration.

· Academic Affairs develop a plan and timeline for responding to the proposed Classroom IT Recommendations;

· The plan identify the process (or processes) necessary to ensure consultation in responding to the proposed Classroom IT Recommendations.  

· AITC serve as the consultative body or be included in the consultation process involved in approving the plan.
