Trap drawing:

This drawing is to be done from observation…at home.

Near the bottom is a section called Student Imagery… inside this are a variety of student projects from in class, and from homework. There is one trap drawing at the top of the list, but it is not well-photographed. (A magazine turned over a paint roller.)

There are better digital images about half way down the list of student images under “additional trap drawings.”

The size is to be at least 11 x 14 inches.

Paper choice is up to you. Bristol paper is harder but similar to Index paper, but it is harder and more erasable.

The goal is a full range of value… and description of the objects involved including shadows and the environment. For example, if you are drawing an object on a glass table, you may not have shadows to deal with, but you can see right through the table…so you have to draw the materials underneath the table. If your still life is near the corner of a room, the transition from floor to wall is an important part of the drawing.

The goal:

Think back to a childish attempt to trap a rabbit…or at least the kind of trap you see in cartoons. The structure used is a box turned upside down and propped on a stick. The stick is tied with a long string…and the “trapper” hides behind a tree far away ready to pull the stick. 

You are to be inventive. 

I do not expect these traps to work. 

There are shadows cast by the box. There may be shiny areas…and there may be dents, and dings that make it obvious you are looking at a real object. You are to llok closely and record what you see.
