Course Objectives: Develop a solid understanding of computer information systems from a managerial perspective.
1. Technology.  Understand and be able to use the terms employed to describe common concepts and technologies in existence today.

2. Information Systems Concepts.  Understand the ways computers are used in business organizations.  This includes hardware, software, telecommunications, the role of the internet and e-commerce, information management and the impact of future technologies.

3. Systems Development.  Understand system development processes and investment decisions from the standpoint of a manager and a development team member.

4. People Issues:  Be able to identify and suggest appropriate responses to managerial and organizational issues stemming from the development, implementation and use of computer-based information systems.  This includes cultural and international aspects.

5. Skills.  Be able to create and modify simple web pages and implement a simple information management system.

Tests and Assignments

1. Chapter tests:  Three chapter tests will be given.  Each test will be a combination of multiple choice, true-false and short answer questions.  Students will be tested on their understanding of key terms and concepts.

2. Report:  A one page report on a current MIS topic in the news will be assigned.

3. Labs:  Two labs, one involving databases and the other involving web authoring, will be assigned.  In the database assignment, students will create a MS Access database and demonstrate the ability to perform queries and reporting from the database.  In the web authoring exercise, you will create and publish a simple web page.

4. Final:  A cumulative final exam will be given.
