c. Web site navigation document

d. A sketch and description of each web page

4. Author your pages using Microsoft FrontPage.  The web site must contain, at a minimum, the following features:

a. One home page

b. Three pages linked to the home pages

c. One link to an external web site

d. One graphic or picture

e. Text on each page

What you will turn in:

1. Your design document (worth 20 points!)

2. Printouts of all of your web pages

3. The URL of your published web site
