There will be FOUR quizzes, one roughly every two to three weeks.  Each quiz will be worth 100 points.  The quizzes will consist of multiple-choice questions, some essay.   There is no cumulative final.   There are no make-up quizzes for any reason. YOU MUST HAVE A VALID CSUS I.D. TO TAKE ANY QUIZ. If you miss a quiz you will receive a score of 50% for that quiz automatically. Your final grade will be based on a total of 400 points.  Quizzes will be announced at least one week before the actual quiz.  

Incompletes
As a stated policy, there will be no incompletes granted in this course for any reason other than serious medical problems, which must be accompanied by an attending doctor's report.  No other reasons are acceptable.

Attendance and Participation
Your success in this course is directly correlated to your attendance, therefore you must attend the majority of classes.  Participation means preparation.   If you read the assignment prior to class then our experience together will be much more rewarding.   Attendance will be taken every week.  Attendance will be taken based on nametags that will be given during the first week.  Do not lose your nametag; you will receive 2 points for being in class when attendance is taken. It is my desire for you to learn the material so that you will receive either an A or a B in the course. Do not mistake this for a “gimme.”  You must put in the appropriate study time to receive one of these grades. If you are having difficulty with the material do not wait to fix the problem, see me immediately. Your time is too valuable to waste just trying to get by in the course.
