Steps for Creating an Anticipation Guide
Directions vary slightly (see Literacy Support Strategy PDF but generally follow these steps:

1. Identify key ideas and information

2. Anticipate counterintuitive and controversial or misconceptions about the topic

3. Devise written statements

4. Write a brief background or intro to the reading

5. Write directions for the reader

6. Students react to each statement independently

7. Can move to small group discussion before whole-class

8. Students read the text with the purpose of finding evidence that confirms, rejects, or elaborates each statement

9. Students rewrite statements to reflect author’s intention.  In addition, can assign students to pick one question to wrtie about further

10.  Lead class in discussion re discovery
