Citation Format:

 There are many ways to cite references, depending on the discipline of the publication or the field in which the paper is written for.  Throughout your writing career, you will be asked to cite references in numerous ways.  Following guidelines will save you time and energy and make your presentations look and read more professionally.  For this class, you must cite your references and list them in the reference section using the following format:

 

Within the Text 

Darwin (1856) found that.... or 

The Galapagos islands contain many unique species of finches (Darwin 1856). 

Multiple authors: (Jones and Smith 1963), or (Bolger et al. 1997) 

In the Literature Cited Section 

Here list all authors in alphabetical order and present them in a standard format. The format for journal articles is: Author(s). Year. Title. Journal Volume: Page Numbers. For example:

 

Jones G. W., and J.J. Smith 1963. An ecosystem approach to fish and wildlife conservation. Ecological Applications 6:696-699. 

 

Bolger, D. T., T.A. Scott, and J.T. Rotenberry 1997. Breeding bird abundance in an urbanizing landscape in coastal Southern California. Conservation Biology 11:406-421. 

 

The format for books, or reports is: Author(s). Year. title. Book Title, Publisher, city. For example:

 

Darwin, C. 1856. My Life as a Fish with Legs. Random House, New York.

 

Hosmer, D. W. and S. Lemeshow. 1989. Applied Logistic Regression. Wiley, New York, New York.

 

Department of Pesticide Regulation. 1995. Pesticide Use Report: 1995. Sacramento, Department of Pesticide Regulation. (this is an example of a report with an organization as the "author").

 

Hayes, T. P., J.J. Kinney, and N.M. Wheeler 1984. California Surface Wind Climatology. California Air Resources Board, Aerometric Data Division, Aerometric Projects and Laboratory Branch, Meteorology Section, Sacramento, California, USA.

 

The format for parts of books is: Author(s). Year. title. Pages xx-xxx In Book Title, editor(s) name(s) ed(s). Publisher, city. For example:

 

Higgs, D.A., J.S. Macdonald, C.D. Levings, and B.S. Dosanjh.  1995. Nutrition and feeding habits in relation to life history stage.  Pages 161-315 in: C. Groot, L. Margolis, and W.C. Clarke, editors.  Physiological ecology of Pacific salmon. UBC Press, Vancouver, British Columbia, Canada.
