THINGS YOU CAN DO

1. TRANSLATE SIMPLE AND COMPLEX CLAIMS INTO SENTENTIAL LOGIC

2. TRANSLATE ARGUMENTS INTO SENTENTIAL LOGIC

3. CALCULATE THE TRUTH VALUE OF A COMPOUND CLAIM BASED SOLELY ON KNOWING THE TRUTH VALUES OF THE ATOMIC SENTENCES THAT ARE ITS COMPONENTS AS WELL AS BY UNDERSTANDING HOW THE LOGICAL SENTENCE CONNECTIVES WORK.

4. CONSTRUCT A TRUTH TABLE TO DESCRIBE ALL THE POSSIBLE TRUTH VALUES OF A COMPOUND SENTENCE UNDER DIFFERENT POSSIBLE TRUTH VALUES OF THE ATOMIC COMPONENTS

5. CONSTRUCT A TRUTH TABLE TO SHOW THE LOGICAL PROPERITES OF A COMPOUND SENTENCE, i.e. whether it’s tautological, contingent, or contradictory
6. CONSTRUCT A TRUTH TABLE TO SHOW THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN TWO SENTENCES (i.e. contradictory, first implies the second, second implies the first, no implication relationship)
7. USING TRUTH TABLES TO IDENTIFY AN ARGUMENT AS VALID/INVALID
