· All humans are mammals.

· Some mammals are not creatures with toenails.

Some humans are not creatures with toenails.

An argument is invalid if and only if it is possible for the conclusion to be false, even if all the premises are true.
If the first or second case of the placement of the X makes it possible for the conclusion to be false, then the argument is invalid, even if the conclusion would be true in the other case.
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
