THE SUPPORT RELATIONSHIPS (BETWEEN STATEMENTS)
Consistency
Two statements are consistent if it is possible for both statements to be true at the same time.
Jack is taking Spanish at CSUS this semester.

Jack is a business major at CSUS this semester.

Positive support relationship
Support
One statement supports another if the truth of the first provides evidence for the truth of the second.
Jack is taking Spanish at CSUS this semester.

Jack is registered for classes at CSUS this semester.

Implication
One statement implies the truth of the other if its truth guarantees the truth of the other.
Jack is taking Spanish for credit at CSUS this semester.

Jack is registered for classes at CSUS this semester.

Negative Support Relationship

Negative

One statement gives negative support for another if the 
Support
truth of the first gives evidence for the falsity of the second.
Jack is not registered for classes at CSUS this semester.

Jack is a business major at CSUS.
Inconsistency
Two statements are inconsistent if it is impossible for both to be true at the same time, that is, if the truth of one guarantees the falsity of the other.
Jack is enrolled in the Honors Freshman Seminar this semester.

There is no Honors Freshman Seminar this semester.
MORE EXAMPLES

Jack is taking French at CSUS this semester.

Jack isn’t currently registered for classes at CSUS this semester.

Jack is currently enrolled in the CSUS Honors Program.

Mr. Guinea pig was 2 years older than Patch, his buddy.

Patch died before Mr. Guinea Pig.
4.
Mr. Guinea Pig is aged, for a guinea pig, and Suki is less than 1 year old.
Suki, Mr. Guinea Pig’s roommate, will die before Mr. Guinea Pig.
5.
Suki has guinea pig lice.
Mr. Guinea Pig, Suki’s roommate, has guinea pig lice.
6.
Mr. Guinea Pig is 10 years old.
Guinea pigs only live to be 7 years old.

7.
Suki is a guinea pig.

Suki is a mammal.

8.
Assisted suicide takes a life.

Assisted suicide is murder.

9.
Sensations do not tell us the why of something.

Sensations are not wisdom.

10.
All men believe that what is called wisdom is concerned with first causes and principles.

Wisdom is the science of certain causes and principles.
