1. Identify conclusion (reword, if necessary).

2. Identify premises (reword if necessary)

3. Order sentences to reveal PC structure.

Conclusion:

If a doctor lets a patient die, for humane reasons, he is in the same moral position as if he had given the patient a lethal injection for humane reasons.
