ARGUMENT RECONSTRUCTION
Moore thinks that he has proved that esse is percipi cannot be justified because it is neither (72)
(1) obviously true (73)
(2) nor able to be defended because the proposition idealists give to defend it is self contradictory

The Idealists do not hold that esse is percipi is self-evident.  So the Idealists maintain esse is percipi by defending another proposition, namely, that the object of experience is inconceivable apart from its subject.  

Moore knows that it is synthetic because he has just shown that if it is analytic, it cannot be important and possibly true.  
But, if we define analyticity as that which is proved by the law of contradiction alone, and as synthetic as that which cannot be proved by the law of contradiction alone, a proposition clearly cannot be both analytic and synthetic. 

At the same time, the proposition must be necessary for it to match what the Idealists’ ambition – the object of experience is inconceivable
It is a contradiction to hold that a proposition is both analytic and synthetic.
Therefore, it cannot be true that esse is percipi.

However, there is another way to show the contradiction and that is by looking carefully at sensations, such as the sensation of yellow.  
According to Moore, to say that the object of experience is inconceivable without the subject is like saying that there is no difference between yellow and the sensation of yellow
But to say that is to imply the following two propositions:
(1)
That yellow is identical to the sensation of yellow.

(2)
That the experience (or sensation) of yellow exists as that which makes yellow different from the sensation of yellow.

But these two propositions are contradictory.
