EXERCISE: Translating Conditionals and Bi-Conditionals
1. To enroll in the class, it is necessary to be a CSUS student.

2. To be prepared for Math 101 it is sufficient to have passed Math 80.

3. John being a bachelor is a necessary and sufficient condition for John being an unmarried male.

4. Karen will get the groceries, unless James does.

5. If either Karen gets the groceries or James does, we will have pizza for dinner tonight.

6. If neither Karen nor James gets the groceries, we will have pizza for dinner tonight.

7. We will have ice cream tonight only if Mike’s is still open.

8. We will have ice cream tonight if and only if Mike’s is still open.
