VALIDITY, IMPLICATION, AND SOUNDNESS 

Follows from

An argument is valid if 

the conclusion follows from the premises.

“Jack has children” follows from “Jack has three children.”
Forces the truth of

An argument is valid if 




the truth of the premises forces the truth of the conclusion
Implies

An argument is valid if 




the collection of its sentences implies the conclusion.
IMPLICATION

If one sentence (or collection of sentences) implies another that means that whenever the first sentence is true, the second sentence also has to be true.
Every valid argument with true premises

Must have a true conclusion.
SOUNDNESS

If an argument is VALID and all its premises are true, then it is SOUND and its conclusion is true.
VALIDITY + ALL TRUE PREMISES 
=  
TRUE CONCLUSION







=  
SOUND ARGUMENT

If you want to attack an argument, what are the two ways you can do this? 


by attacking one or more of the premises


by showing that the conclusion doesn’t follow from the premises.
