All swimmers float.




ATOMIC SENTENCE: Noun Phrase + Verb Phrase
Noun phrase ( picks out the thing in the world about which we are speaking  (Russell thinks that proper names refer directly and Kripke think that proper names function as rigid designators)
Verb phrase ( attributes a property to the thing about which we are referring or assigns that thing to a class of entities with certain properties.

(If there are no general terms referring to groups of individuals but just proper names, the sentences are called singular.)

· Carol is human.
