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Pedagogy enhancement award allowed me to make substantial progress towards my ongoing study relationships of culture, social class, the language(s) spoken, and the particular algorithms used by recently arrived immigrants to Northern California.  The study, undertaken in a diverse urban inner-city high school uncovered relationships among monolingualism, bilingualism and multilingualism, the algorithms used by these students, and their ability and self-confidence in overall mathematics.  As a consequence of this study, The Algorithm Collection Project was established at California State University, Sacramento my book outline.
