Questions for Faculty/Academic Interview

What is your definition/description of your discipline?  (What is the discipline’s vocabulary?)

       What are the major (fundamental and powerful)  concepts within your discipline? 

        (Any examples of “Concept maps”---- display the logical connections.)

       How do people invent new information in this discipline?  E.g. What are the     

          research protocols that are used?

       What is the central question in this field?

       What point of view(or purpose) of this field?

How did you become interested in your field of study?  (questions, dilemmas, applications?

What have been some of the major changes, significant advances in your field of study?

How what you relate your discipline to daily lives?

When people go to major conferences, who are the people that attendees want to listen to?   E.g. Which sessions are crowded?   What seems to be the “cutting edge”---new concepts, new ways of discovery, new controversies?...)

Assumption:  Methods of research = critical thinking  (critical thinking goes beyond conducting research.)
