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Presentation of Course Project

We have available 30 minutes per person.  So I recommend planning a 20 minute (max.) presentation, leaving about 10 minutes for discussion.
In the presentation, be sure to explain the logic connecting your project to the course topic.
Of course, you will describe your study. However, don't get bogged down in details.  Focus on such things as:
· problems you faced and  how you solved them

· moments of insight (ahha!) about communication, or method of study or both
· the most significant findings of your study

· what you learned about research in communication (as context, remember our early discussion of the present taken-for-granted notion of empirical research as survey v. the version of empirical research raised by Linell and others).
Talk to the class; don't create a bunch of PowerPoint slides and read them.  Use PowerPoint when necessary as a visual aid for audience understanding (not your script).  
Handouts are encouraged which may include tables, examples of discourse you analyzed; examples of your analytical process--how you worked through issues (e.g. what counts as a "relevant interaction" if that was important for you).  You may include some valuable bibliographic information, diagrams, etc.  Whatever you feel will be helpful to your colleagues in the future as they develop as communication scholars and practitioners.
Use good public speaking practices such as a preview of the presentation; transitions between main sections to keep the logic clear; a summary conclusion.
Feel free to use the whiteboard; sound or video recordings as needed to clarify your ideas.
