Presentation of Essay or Study
You will have 20 minutes to teach the class about the significant things you have learned in researching and writing your theoretical essay or conducting your study of instructional communication.

Grading Criteria for Presentation
1) Student learning goals for the presentation were clear (relative value 6)

· context of the information was outlined

· relevance to the audience noted

· learning goals were stated 

· the learning event/s and activities were previewed

2) Processing of ideas was featured in the presentation (relative value 7)

· presenter/student interaction  facilitated student thinking

· appropriate means for creating, and regulating classroom communication were used
3) Delivery (relative value 5)

· The delivery was reasonably direct, energetic, engaging, and creative

· appropriate gestures, vocalics, and visual aids were employed
4) Some means of assessment used (relative value 4)

· Some means of answering the question, “What did the participants learn from the presentation?” was designed and implemented



5) Evidence of reflection on the teaching process (relative value 3)

· Some indication that the presenter understood the nature of the communication dynamics created by the design and implementation of the presentation were explicit in the presentation itself; i.e. the presenter had a rationale for decisions about classroom talk.
