COURSE OBJECTIVE
The course is design to provide the student with the background knowledge of information technology that is needed to analyze, evaluate, and manage information systems and information resources for business organizations.  The topics include:

1. The terminology and fundamental components (software, hardware, database and networking) associated with information technology;
2. The development of information systems to solve business problem, enhance decision making, and gain competitive advantages in this Internet era; and
3. The impact of information systems on individual, organization, and society.
COURSE METHODOLOGY

Lectures will be presented to supplement the subject matter covered in the text.  Students will be expected (1) to have completed the reading assignments prior to the class and (2) to participate in the class discussions that will center on the important materials covered in each chapter.  Unannounced quizzes will be given to the student during the semester. 
In order to enable the student to gain a better understanding of the computer information systems, each student will be required to participate in several assignments and two projects. One of the projects is to generate information for business decision making using Microsoft Access.  The other one is the systems development practice project.
The student will be allowed to form his/her own project group of a maximum four students per group.  Hard copy of group roster (group leader, group member name, phone number, and e-mail address) is due on September 18, 2007.  Group leader should send an email with a title of MIS 101 to sytsai@csus.edu for the future class message communications.  Every student in the group has an equal responsibility for the project completion.

It is expected that all work for this course will be presented in a very neat and professional manner.  The style, spelling, grammar, and presentation are components of all grading.  The student will be expected to turn in each assignment or project on time.   No late, handwritten, e-mailed, or faxed assignment and project will be accepted!!
There will be a group member evaluation within each group at the end of the semester.  Every group member will have the opportunity to evaluate the contribution of his/her group members using a 0% to 100% scale.  The average group member evaluation score will be the weight to determine the score of each member's final points on the group assignments and projects for the semester.

Final grade can only be changed if a posting or calculating error has occurred.  No extra credit assignment will be made available at the end of the semester to bolster a grade for any student. 

The incomplete grade “I”, unauthorized withdrawal grade “U”, and failing grade “F” will be issued in accordance to the College of Business Administration policy.

EXAM
Two exams will be given during the semester.  The format of the exam includes true/false question, multiple choice question, identification question, and essay question.  The student will need a scantron form 882 to answer the true/false and multiple-choice questions. The identification and essay questions will be provided on the paper. Examination material will be drawn from the textbook, reading assignment, lecture, and discussion. Emphasis will be placed on the conceptual understanding of the material and NOT on the memory alone.
