Web BMI Application Version 1.0 – Lab instructions
Note: We may have to perform some additional steps in our lab because we have both .NET 1.1 and .NET 2.0 frameworks and we may encounter some security permission issues
1. Create a new folder named C:\WebBMILab

2. Copy the BMI.jpg, BMICalculator.vb files from my web site to the folder in step 1

3. Go to Admin Tools in your Control Panel and select the Internet Information Services application

4. In the IIS application, select the Default Web Site (left panel) and then select Action/New/Virtual Directory (see below)
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5. In the wizard, type the directory alias WebBMILab1 (see below)
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Virtual Directory Alias
You must give the virtual directory a short name, or alias. for quick reference.

Type the alias youwantto use to gain access to this Web virtual directory. Use the same
naming conventions that you would for naming a directory.

Alias:

WebEM\Labl\
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6. Browse or type the path to the directory (see below)
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7. Finish the wizard steps
8. Start VS 2003 and create a new ASP.NET Web Application Project
9. The location of the project is the new virtual directory you created and click the OK button (see below)
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10. In VS 2003, create the interface shown below (all web form components)
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11.  Write the following code for the Calculate button

Me.pnlMessage.Visible = True
1blMessage.Visible = False
Catch ex As ArgumentException
pnlMessage.Visible = False
1blMessage.Text |= ex.Message
1blMessage.Visible = True
End Try
End Sub





12. Write the following code for the Clear button
[image: image7.png]Private Sub btnClear Click(ByVval sender As System.Object, ByVal e As System.EventArgs)
Me.txtHeight.Text = Nothing
Me.txtWeight.Text = String.Empty
Me.pnlMessage.Visible = False
Me.lblMessage.Visible = False
End Sub





13. Press F5 to start debugging
14. Run this application outside VS 2003 using your browser. It should look like this:
